Singapore Cooperation Programme

Singapore has provided technical assistance to
other developing countries since the 1960s. As a
country whose only resource is its people,
Singapore  believes that human resource
development is vital for economic and social
progress.  Singapore itself has benefited from
training provided by other countries and
international organisations. Through the Singapore
Cooperation Programme (SCP), Singapore can
contribute to the development of other developing
countries.

In 1892, the SCP was established, bringing together
under one framework the various technical
assistance programmes offered by Singapore.
Through the SCP, the range and number of training
programmes have increased o meet the needs of
developing countries.

Since 1992, Singapore has sponsored training
courses and study visits for over 80,000 officials
from 170 countries. The SCP is managed by the
Technical Cooperation Directorate of the Singapore
Ministry of Foreign Affairs,

As countries whose prime resources are their
people, Singapore and Japan believe that
human resource development is important for
economic and social progress. With this mutual
understanding, Singapore and Japan signed a
Memorandum of Understanding in January
1994 to ftrain participants from developing
countries by sharing each country’s expertise
and experience from their economic
development under the Japan - Singapore
Partnership Programme (JSPP).

The Japan - Singapore Partnership Programme
for the 21st Century (JSPP21) was established
through a Memorandum of Discussion (MOD)
signed in May 1997, to signify a widening of the
scope of technical cooperation between
Singapore and Japan based on the principle of
equal partnership and an equitable cost-sharing
arrangement. It was renewed in October 2001
and subsequently reinforced through another
MOD signed in December 2007 on an
Enhanced JSPP21.

With a view to enhancing ASEAN integration through
the 2007 MOD, both governments recognised, as
areas of priority, training and capacity building for
third countries in the fields of (a) trade and
investment  facilitation, (b) information and
communications technology development, and (c)
infectious disease management. Both governments
also recognise the need to enhance cooperation
programmes focusing on training and capacity
building for third countries in (a) energy security, (b)
governance and the maintenance of stable financial
systems, and (c) environmental protection.

Since 1994, Singapore and Japan have implemented
over 290 training courses for more than 5,100
participants in diverse fields such as public
governance, trade promotion, climate change and
environment, community policing, disaster
management, maritime navigation, tourism, and
urban planning.

Japan International Cooperation
Agency

The Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA),
one of Japan's Official Development Assistance
(ODA) implementing bodies, has been extending
technical cooperation in  human resource
development to facilitate the autonomous,
sustainable development of developing countries
since its establishment in 1974.

This course is sponsored by the Government of

Japan and the Government of Singapore under

the Japan-Singapore Partnership Programme

for the 21st Century (JSPP21). Under the

JSPP21, the Governments of Japan and

Singapore will bear the following expenses for

successful applicants, thereafter known as

“participants”, during the course in Singapore.

These expenses include:

* An Economy Class round-trip air ticket
between the respective international
airports designated by the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, Singapore;

* A daily training allowance of Thirty
Singapore Dollars (S$30) from the first day
to the last day of the course. On the days
when lessons are conducted, lunch will be
provided at the training venue. A
proportionate reduction in the daily training
allowance will be made if you are unable to
attend the full duration of the course.
